Accordingly, five new teeing areas have been constructed and three others, not previously in regular use, brought back into play. There has also been some imaginative re-routing of holes to avoid bottlenecks and speed up the pace of play.

Mark Sealey, Director of Golf at the Manor House Golf Club says: “The course provides the ultimate golfing experience for all ages and abilities and together with these changes is worthy of challenging the world’s top golfers”.
The original course, designed by Peter Alliss and Clive Clark, stands in 365 acres of rolling countryside and is a fifteen minute drive from Bristol and Bath. Consequently the Manor House Hotel & Golf Club is an ideal location for business meetings and corporate days and its importance has already been recognised with Golf Monthly magazine’s 2006 Regional Gold Award.
