Mannings Heath already enjoys an international reputation as the ultimate golfing venue because of its easy access to motorways and Gatwick Airport but more importantly for the quality of its courses and clubhouse which has earned special praise and voted Clubhouse of the Year 2007.

Indeed, the Peugeot Golf Guide, acknowledged world wide as the travelling golfer’s “bible” reported: “If we were to give clubhouses a score for artistic content, Mannings Heath would be up there with the front runners”.
As for the renowned Waterfall Course, when the South African golf legend Gary Player first played it, he concluded that the famous par-four eleventh hole was one of the best eighteen holes in the world.

It was an unequivocal judgement from the globe-trotting winner of eight major championships who has competed on all the championship courses in every continent and designed more than 200 course world wide.
His professional eye recognised the outstanding qualities of the golfing gem set in a valley amid heather and parkland with streams meandering through several of its fairways. Its great quality is that it emerges naturally from the landscape instead of being imposed and therefore displays a comforting and traditional sense of permanence.
